Tibet, Xinjilang, Inner Mongolia and Hui
identity restrictions, China's Ethnic Unity
Law marks a historic tum: language, faith
and culture are no longer protected
differences, but obedience tests under
Party-defined nationhood today.
China's Ethnic Unity Law places ethnic
affairs under Party control, prioritizes
Mandarin education, shapes family identity
and forces religion and customs into Party-
defined national unity, risking cultural
erasure among minorities.

Law is framed as harmony, but its language
reveals coercion. For minorities, it threatens
faith, language and identity, turning
Beijing's promise of progress into a legal
pathway toward assimilation and cultural
erasure.

Beijing says the law safeguards
national unity, prevents separatism
and promotes development in
minority regions. State media point to
poverty alleviation, new infrastructure,
education and economic growth,
claiming all 420 poor counties in
ethnic autonomous areas have
escaped poverty and that the five
autonomous regions’ GDP rose from
6.01 trillion yuan in 2020 to 8.38 trillion
yuan in 2024.

Where the rationale breaks down, the
law turmns unity into compulsory
assimilation. Mandarin-first schooling,
vague bans on “undermining unity,”
and undefined “outdated customs”
threaten Tibetan, Uyghur, Mongolian
and Hui identity. UN experts and the
European Parliament warn of rights
violations. Conclusion: after July 1,
2026, enforcement will show whether
China protects harmony or erases
minority culture.

deserves the world’s full attention. The Law on Promoting
Ethnic Unity and Progress, passed on 12 March 2026 by the
National People’s Congress with 2,756 votes in favour and
just three against, is presented by Beijing as an instrument
of national harmony and shared prosperity. In reality, it is a
carefully constructed legal mechanism designed to
accelerate the assimilation of China’'s 55 officially
recognised ethnic minorities into the dominant Han
Chinese 1identity. For Tibetans, Uyghurs, Southern
Mongolians and others, this law does not open a door to
progress. It closes the last doors that remained.

A Law Long in the Making

This legislation did not emerge in a
vacuum. Its roots lie in a deliberate shift in
Chinese policy, accelerating sharply since
President Xi Jinping came to power, away
from even a nominal recognition of
minority autonomy and toward what

Chinese academics have called “de-
ethnicization”, the systematic dismantling
of institutional distinctions between ethnic
groups. The 2026 law is the national
expression of policies already road-tested at
the regional level: a comparable measure
was Introduced in Yunnan province in 2010,
and a “model” version was applied to the
Tibet Autonomous Region in 2020. What is
new is the scale. These measures are now
binding obligations across all of China.

The law mandates the promotion of a
“strong sense of community of the Chinese

nation” in every sphere of public life
government Institutions, schools,
workplaces and social organisations.

Mandarin Chinese is established as the
language of instruction and official
communication, directly reducing

When Education Becomes Erasure

Language is not an administrative
technicality. It is the medium through
which culture, history and identity are
transmitted from one generation to the
next. A 2021 report by Human Rights Watch
estimated that over one million Tibetan
children are currently enrolled in state-run
boarding schools, where instruction 1is
conducted almost exclusively in Mandarin
and where the surrounding environment is
heavily shaped by Communist Party
1deology. These children are, in many cases,
separated from their families and
communities at a formative age. The
consequence is not incidental: fluency in
Tibetan among younger generations is in
documented and measurable decline.

This is not the ordinary challenge of
integrating a diverse population into a
modern state.

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Under Article II(e) of the United Nations
Genocide Convention, the forcible transfer
of children away from their cultural group
is explicitly identified as an act of genocide.
Eight UN Special Rapporteurs raised
precisely this concern in a.formal letter to
Beiljing on 16 April 2026, warning that the
law risks entrenching policies with “serious
implications for the linguistic, cultural and
religious autonomy” of Tibetans, Uyghurs,
Mongols and others.

THE LONG ARM OF ARTICLE 63

The law’s most internationally significant
provision 1s Article 63, which extends
Beljing's jurisdiction beyond China’s
borders. It authorises the prosecution of
individuals or organisations anywhere in
the world for acts deemed to “undermine
ethnic unity” or “create ethnic division.” The
language 1s deliberately imprecise. A
Tibetan academic in Paris, a Uyghur
journalist in Stockholm or an NGO worker in
Brussels who documents and criticises
Beijing's policies could, under this provision,
be exposed to legal action. Thousands of
European citizens of Tibetan origin face the
more immediate risk of arbitrary arrest or
detention should they travel to China or

Tibet. This is not theoretical. Freedom
House’s annual Transnational Repression
Index consistently ranks China among the
world’s most aggressive states in targeting
dissidents abroad. Unofficial Chinese
“police stations” have been documented in
the Netherlands, Spain and Ireland,
operating without diplomatic authorisation
to monitor and pressure diaspora
communities. Article 63 does not create
this infrastructure. It legitimises it.

The international response has been
notable, if not yet sufficient. In April 2026,
the European Parliament adopted a
resolution expressing ‘grave concern’
over a law it described as one that “openly
promotes assimilation policies,’ calling
for its repeal. The Tibetan Government in
Exile condemned the legislation and
called on the international community to
monitor its implementation closely. Eight
UN experts wrote formally to Beijing,
citing potential violations of China's own
Constitution alongside its intemational
treaty obligations.Declarations, however,
must now give way to action. The
European Union should appoint a Special
Representative for Tibet as it has done for
the Middle East Peace Process and the
Sahel to ensure a coordinated European
response and to prevent Beijing from
pursuing its established strategy of
dividing EU member states on Tibet-
related questions.

The Battle to Define the
New World Order | =

The contest between the United States and
China is no longer only about trade,
technology or military strength. It is about
who will define the rules of the 21st-
century world order. Washington has
periodically floated the idea of a “G2/
where the U.S. and China jointly manage
global affairs. Beijing rejects that label, but
its own strategy suggests something more
ambitious: not shared leadership, but a
China-centred order dressed in the
language of multipolarity.

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Origins of the G2 Idea

The G2 concept first appeared in 2005,
when economist C. Fred Bergsten argued
that the world’s two largest economies
needed closer coordination. After the 2008
financial crisis, Zbigniew Brzezinski revived
the idea as a framework for global
governance. China rejected it in 2009,
fearing it would tie Beijing to U.S.-led rules
and force it to share responsibility for
crises it preferred to avoid. The idea faded
during the trade war era, but Donald Trump
revived it in 2025 and again before his May
2026 Beijing summit with Xi Jinping.
Trump's Transactional Vision

Trump’s G2 vision is transactional. It
imagines two great powers managing
rivalry through deals on trade, tariffs, rare
earths, aircraft purchases and strategic
stability. But the May 2026 summit
exposed its limits.

China agreed to buy 200 Boeing jets, far
below Trump's floated 500, and pledged
agricultural purchases, but there was no
comprehensive trade agreement, no joint
communiqué, and no breakthrough on
Taiwan or Iran.

Beijing’s Rejection of G2

China’'s rejection of G2 is strategic.
Foreign Minister Wang Yi made this clear
on March 8, 2026, saying world history is
written by many countries, not by two
powers. Beijing presents itself as
defender of sovereignty, multilateralism
and the Global South. But behind this
language lies a deeper objective: to
reshape global institutions around
Chinese priorities while avoiding the
burden of open hegemonic
responsibility.

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China’s Quiet Gl Strategy

This is where the “G1" idea becomes
relevant. Through the Belt and Road
Initiative, BRICS expansion, the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization, the Digital Silk
Road and Xi Jinping's Global Governance
Initiative, China is building influence across
Asia, Africa, Latin America and the Middle
East. More than 150 countries are linked to
BRI. Chinese technology, finance and
diplomatic language increasingly shape
the choices of developing states.

The Balance of Power

The power balance remains mixed. The
U.S. still leads in military reach, alliances,
finance, aircraft carriers, global bases and
frontier technology. China leads in
manufacturing, population, purchasing-
power-parity GDP, naval numbers and
Global South narrative-building.
Washington has NATO, Japan, Australia
and South Korea; Beijing has Russia,
BRICS, SCO and BRI partners.

Why Other Powers Are Worried

Other powers are uneasy. Japan fears a G2
bargain could sacrifice Taiwan. India
rejects any U.S.-China duopoly that limits
multipolarity. ASEAN wants autonomy, not
superpower control. Russia supports
China’s multipolar framing because it
weakens U.S. dominance.

Conclusion: Beyond G2 and Gl

The real danger is that both G2 and G1
reduce smaller nations to spectators. A
U.S.-China duopoly would divide the world
between two giants, while a China-led G1
would replace one hegemon with another.
The better future is genuine multipolarity,
where India, the EU, ASEAN, Africa and
other powers shape the rules together.

As the 90-year-old Dalai Lama attended the
swearing-in ceremony of Tibet's re-elected
leader-in-exile, Penpa Tsering, in
Dharamshala in late May 2026, <@ sharp
diplomatic warning emerged from Beijing. Via
social media, Yu Jing, the spokesperson for
the Chinese embassy in New Delhi, explicitly

cautioned India against interfering in the
selection of the next Dalai Lama.

This timely  reminder
underscored a profound
geopolitical reality: a deeply
sacred spiritual succession
has evolved into a high-
stakes diplomatic tug-of-
war, positioning India as a
vital arbiter of regional
stability.

The core conflict is straightforward yet
entirely unyielding. The Dalai Lama
maintains that the decision regarding
his reincarnation rests solely with his
religious institution, the Gaden Phodrang
Trust and has stated that his successor
will be discovered in the "free world."

Beijing, conversely, asserts exclusive
authority over the approval process,
categorizing the succession strictly as
an Internal domestic matter. With
neither side willing to compromise, an
anclient spiritual tradition remains
caught between two fundamentally
incompatible political visions.

India’s pivotal connection to this dispute
traces back to 1959. When the Dalai Lama
fled Tibet to escape Chinese rule, New
Delhi opened its borders to him and
thousands of fleeing refugees. For over
six decades, India has provided a safe
haven in Dharamshala, granting the
Tibetan diaspora the freedom to practice
their faith, sustain their culture and
manage their community. This enduring,
unconditional hospitality has effectively
rendered India the wunique moral
custodian of a displaced population.

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Currently, New Delhi manages this
responsibility with careful, balanced
diplomacy. While the Indian
government officially states that it
does not intervene in purely religious
matters, it consistently supports the
Tibetan right to religious liberty. This
measured policy is backed by firm
action when necessary. For instance,
Union Minister Kiren Rijijju has
publicly affirmed that succession
belongs exclusively to the Dalai Lama’s
institution and Prime  Minister
Narendra Modi has routinely sent
warm public greetings on the spiritual
leader's birthdays. This approach
allows India to stand by its core
principles while cautiously repairing
ties with Beijing following the 2020
border confrontations.Beyond spiritual
solidarity, India’s strategic interests are
directly linked to Tibet's future. The
Dalai Lama has suggested his
successor could be born outside
Chinese jurisdiction, a possibility that
immediately impacts India's sensitive
frontier regions, such as Arunachal
Pradesh, which Beijing claims as its
own

The leadership of the Central Tibetan
Administration places immense trust in
New Delhi. Following his re-election,
Sikyong Penpa Tsering expressed full
confidence that India would make the
correct strategic choices when the
transition occurs. Tsering remains
dedicated to the Dalai Lama's "Middle
Way" approach seeking genuine cultural
autonomy for Tibet within the
framework of the Chinese constitution
through dialogue and non-violence.
Although he notes that back-channel

talks with Beiljing continue to be
unproductive, his stance remains
resilient, arguing that the wultimate

question 1s whether the Tibetan spirit
will outlast the political structures
opposing it. This resilience faces daily
pressure. Human rights organizations
report deteriorating conditions inside
Tibet, characterized by strict limitations
on the Tibetan language, tight controls
on religious practices, the mandatory
placement of children into state-run
boarding schools and  pervasive
surveillance. In sharp contrast to these
restrictive conditions, India’'s pluralistic
and democratic society serves as a
powerful regional alternative. Beijing,
however, remains unmoved, grounding
its policy in historical precedent and
state sovereignty. From the Chinese
government's perspective, the Dalai
Lama is viewed principally as a political
figure rather than a purely spiritual
leader—a stance the state wvigorously
maintains.

The path ahead points toward an
inevitable diplomatic crossroads. When
the current Dalai Lama passes, the
global community may be faced with
two competing claimants to the title:
one chosen by Tibetan Buddhist
tradition and another appointed by
Beijing. Should that fracture occur,
India’s decisions anchored in decades
of steady  principle and quiet
hospitality will hold immense
international significance, proving that
consistent adherence to values often
outlasts aggressive rhetoric.

TIANANMEN SQUARE 1989: BEIJING BRUTALLY SILENCED ITS
PEACEFUL PROTESTERS

On 4 June 1989, Beijing became
the center of one of the most

tragic and shocking events in E——-s—*J 4 :
modern world history—the Y i — i -

Tiananmen Square Massacre.
Thousands of peaceful protesters,
largely students, were brutally
killed by the Chinese military as
they demanded democracy,
freedom of speech and an end to
corruption in the ruling Chinese
Communist Party (CCP). The
events of that day remain a
chilling reminder of how
authoritarian regimes can use
overwhelming force to suppress
dissent and they continue to =
resonate globally as a symbol of

courage, resistance and the fight
for human rights.

THE RISE OF A MOVEMENT
The roots of the Tiananmen protests

trace back to April 1989, when students
and citizens across Beijing began
gathering in Tiananmen Square to
mourn the death of Hu Yaobang, a former
Communist Party leader and reform
advocate. Hu had been widely respected
for his progressive stance and sympathy
toward political reform and his passing
sparked an outpouring of grief that

quickly transformed into «calls for
systemic change. Students demanded
political  transparency, government

accountability, freedom of speech and
the end of corruption. As demonstrations
spread across universities and public
spaces, millions of ordinary -citizens,
workers and intellectuals joined the
movement. By mid-May, Tiananmen
Square had become a hub of peaceful
protest, filled with banners, speeches,
sit-ins and vigils. The protesters’ resolve
was clear—they sought a future where
voices could be heard without fear of
reprisal, a future built on justice and
freedom. @The movement gained
international attention for its discipline
and nonviolent approach. Despite hunger
strikes, sleepless nights and harsh
weather, protesters-maintained order.
They established committees, cleaned
the streets, and even organized public
debates, creating a unique moment in
history where civil society in China
openly challenged the authoritarian
regime. Tiananmen became a symbol of
hope for democracy advocates
worldwide, inspiring observers across
Asia and the world.

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THE GOVERNMENT RESPONDS
WITH VIOLENCE

The Chinese government, however,
viewed the movement not as a call for
reform but as a threat to its authority.
Premier Li Peng and other top CCP
officials declared martial law in late May
1989. The military was mobilized, with
tanks, troops and artillery moving into
Beljing under strict orders to clear
Tiananmen Square at all costs. On 4
June, the military unleashed an
indiscriminate attack on unarmed
civilians. Soldiers fired rifles directly
into crowds, tanks crushed barricades
and anyone in their path and medics and
journalists were targeted. Witness
accounts describe streets filled with
bodies, blood and destruction, with entire
families wiped out or injured. Estimates
of fatalities vary widely due to
government censorship, but reports
suggest anywhere from 1,000 to over
5,000 deaths, with thousands more
wounded. The military operation was
meticulously planned to maximize fear
and suppress any form of organized
resistance. In the chaos, countless
students and citizens were detained,
tortured and, in some cases, executed.
Survivors recounted seeing friends and
family gunned down in cold blood, entire
blocks cordoned off by tanks, and
citizens fleeing for their lives across
Beijing's streets.

CENSORSHIP AND HISTORICAL
ERASURE
After the massacre, the Chinese
government imposed a strict information
blackout. Foreign journalists were
expelled, domestic media were heavily
censored and references to the events
were erased from textbooks and public
discourse. The CCP actively suppressed
discussion of the massacre, imprisoning
or harassing survivors, academics, and
citizens who attempted to remember or
commemorate the event.
Even today, topics such as “Tiananmen,’
“4 June,’ and related keywords are
heavily monitored on Chinese internet
platforms. Social media posts
referencing the massacre are quickly
deleted, and many Chinese citizens

remain unaware of the full extent of
what happened in 1989. This systematic
suppression highlights the lengths to
which the government goes to control
narrative and memory.

More than a national tragedy,
Tiananmen revealed the cost of dissent
and authoritarian power, standing as a
lasting symbol of courage, truth, and the
fight for human rights.
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SHANXI COAL MINE BLAST: 82 DEAD IN DEVASTATING EXPLOSION

A devastating tragedy has struck the heart of
China's industrial ' landscape. On a Friday
evening, a massive gas explosion tore through
the Liushenyu coal mine in Qinyuan county,
within the massive Shanxi province. This
sudden blast resulted in-the deaths of at least
82 people, marking it as one of the deadliest
mining disasters the country has wiinessed
recently. The sheer scale of the loss has sent
shockwaves through the local community and
the nation, turning an ordinary working shift
into an absolute nightmare.

When the explosion occurred, there were 247
workers deep underground, performing their
daily tasks in the confined spaces of the mine.

The - blast, fueled by highly
combustible gases, triggered
an intense shockwave and a
collapse of the  surrounding
tunnels.For the miners trapped
below, the situation instantly
became a desperate fight for
survival. While many were
fortunate enough to escape to
the surface, dozens sustained
severe injuries and were
immediately rushed to nearby
hospitals for urgent medical

care.
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Emergency rescue teams were mobilized
almost immediately after the blast was
reported. These first responders faced
incredibly hazardous conditions as they
descended into the ruined mine. They
through toxic air,

constant threat of secondary explosions.

had to navigate

unstable rock formations,
Thelr primary mission was to find
survivors, provide medical aid, and bring
the trapped worker’'s home. Despite their
tireless efforts working around the clock,
two miners remain unaccounted for,
leaving their families in an agonizing
state of uncertainty.

As rescue operations proceeded, a
disturbing complication emerged that
significantly hindered the emergency
teams. Authorities discovered glaring
discrepancies between the official
blueprints of the mine and its actual
underground layout. The maps provided
by the mining company simply did not
match the network of tunnels where the
men were working. This lack of accurate
information forced rescuers to operate
blindly in some areas, wasting precious
time. It also raised immediate red flags
about how the mine was operated
behind closed doors.

These alarming findings quickly shifted
the government's focus to a tough and

uncompromising criminal investigation

State media announced that Chinese
authorities detained several top
executives from the Shanxi Tongzhou
Coal Coking Group, the company
responsible for operating the mine.

punished under the law. This mandate
signals that the central government will
not tolerate the negligence that led to
such a massive and preventable loss of
human life.
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In response to the president's directive,
Beijing ordered an immediate and
sweeping nationwide crackdown on
illegal mining activities. The
government 1s deploying teams of
inspectors to coal mines across the
entire  country, demanding that
facilities halt production until they can
prove they meet strict safety standards.
This aggressive approach is designed to
root out hidden dangers, ensure
ventilation systems are working
correctly, and prevent another tragedy
of this magnitude from happening
elsewhere. The safety of workers is now
under a massive national spotlight.

The location of this disaster, Shanxi
province, is deeply intertwined with
China's energy history. Shanxi 1is
traditionally known as the largest coal
producing region in the country. For
decades, its vast underground reserves
have powered China's economic boom,
providing fuel for factories and growing
cities. However, this economic reliance
has come at a high human cost. The
region has long battled severe safety
challenges i1n its mining sector.

China's Hidden Horror: The Systemaic Harvesting of Prisoners’ Organs

The reality of this hidden horror
began coming to light through the
terrifying accounts of survivors. One
of the most prominent cases is that of
Cheng Pei Ming, a Falun Gong
practitioner who was arrested and
detained during the Chinese
government’s brutal crackdown on
the spiritual movement, which began
in 1999.
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In 2004, while under armed guard
at a medical facility, Cheng awoke
to find a long surgical incision
stretching across his chest.

These
tests were completely unrelated to
their actual healthcare, serving
instead to catalog their tissue types
for future organ compatibility.As
accounts like Cheng’s began to leak
out, international investigators
stepped in to see if these stories
could be backed up by hard data. In
. 2006, Canadian human rights
lawyer David Matas and former
Secretary of State David Kilgour
launched a massive, independent
investigation. Their subsequent
landmark report, titled Bloody
Harvest, looked at the math behind
China's sudden transplant
boom.They analyzed hospital
capacities, transplant volumes, and
waiting times across the country.
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China Transplant Data vs Official Executions
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What they found was a massive statistical
impossibility: China was performing tens
of thousands of transplants every year, yet
it had no functioning public organ
donation system at the time, and the
number of executed criminal prisoners
did not add up to the total. Further
validation of this on-demand system came
from the medical community itself. Dr.
Jacob Lavee, a prominent Israeli heart
transplant surgeon, recounted a turning
point in 2005 when one of his patients was
told by a Chinese hospital that a matching
heart transplant could be scheduled for an
exact calendar date, weeks in advance. In
legitimate medical systems, a heart
transplant can never be pre-scheduled
because it depends on an unpredictable,
accidental death of a donor. A pre-
arranged transplant date meant only one
thing: the donor's death was planned
ahead of time to coincide with the
recipient’s arrival. This revelation deeply
shocked international medical ethicists,
proving that the system was running like
a commercial business where human lives
were scheduled for termination based on
market demand.
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Despite these findings, the global
response remained incredibly quiet
for a very long time. Investigative
journalists, such as Jan Jekielek,
argue that this international
silence was caused by a form of
moral inertia and deep financial
ties. Over the years, many Western
hospitals, universities, and medical
institutions actively collaborated
with Chinese transplant programs.
Western doctors trained Chinese
surgeons, engaged in  joint
research, and integrated them into
the global medical community. By

In
official statements and white papers,
Beijing consistently asserts its total
commitment to protecting human rights,
treating ethnic minorities fairly, and
following international medical ethics.
However, the contrast between official
propaganda and the growing mountain of
whistleblower testimonies is stark.
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The implications of letting these
practices go unpunished threaten
global ethical standards. When
international bodies, governments,
and medical associations look the
away for the sake of political or
economic convenience, it slowly
shifts global bioethics toward
accepting unspeakable atrocities.

Fortunately, the international
community has finally begun to
react. United Nations human rights
experts have publicly expressed
deep alarm over these allegations,
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calling for independent oversight and
full transparency. Governments are
slowly passing laws to prevent
"transplant tourism,” making it illegal
for citizens to travel abroad to receive
organs of dubious origin. However, after
decades of delay, the momentum must
pick up. To stop this horrific practice,
the world must demand complete
accountability and refuse to let
economic and political power shield
state-led atrocities.

Images of toddlers holding toy rifles
and marching in military formation
under the Chinese flag have sparked
international outrage, shedding light
on a deeply troubling campaign to
militarize and assimilate Tibet's
youngest children. Published by
Chinese state sources from a
kindergarten in Tsona a remote
Himalayan town right on the tense
border with India the photographs
show four- and five-year-olds dressed
in miniature camouflage uniforms
practicing combat drills. While Beijing
labels this as a harmless lesson in
patriotism, human rights groups and
international observers see it as a dark
form of political indoctrination that
uses innocent children as mascots for
geopolitics This military-style training
is only the surface of a much broader,
systematic effort to reshape the minds
of Tibetan youth. Long before these
children can even read, they are being
taught to pledge absolute loyalty to the
Chinese Communist Party. Under the
guise of promoting "ethnic unity," the
curriculum leaves virtually no room
for Tibetan heritage. Instead, these
young children are being raised
strictly within a Chinese cultural and
political narrative, learning to speak
Mandarin while their native language,
traditions and culture are
intentionally pushed to the margins.
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The scale of this assimilation extends
far beyond a single kindergarten.
According to United Nations human
rights experts, roughly one million
Tibetan children have been separated
from their families and placed into a vast
state-run residential school system.
Nearly 78 percent of Tibetan students
between the ages of six and eighteen live
in these boarding schools, compared to a
national average of just 20 percent
across China. Stripped of daily contact
with their families, religion and native
language, these students are subjected to
what the UN calls a program of forced
assimilation, effectively erasing their
distinct cultural identity.The geography
of this specific incident adds an even
more volatile layer to the situation.
Tsona is located just 34 kilometers from
the Line of Actual Control, an area
heavily contested by both China and
India, where military clashes occurred as
recently as December 2022. Beijing's
recent decision to upgrade Tsona to city
status was already viewed by India as a
direct provocation. Conducting military
war games with preschoolers in such a
highly sensitive border zone
intentionally thrusts small children into
a dangerous, ongoing geopolitical
standoff that they are far too young to
understand.

While the Chinese government defends these programs as ordinary civic education
similar to patriotic activities found in schools worldwide, critics point out a massive
difference between normal national pride and dressing toddlers in combat gear to
practice war. The international community has started to push back, with the United
States imposing visa restrictions on Chinese officials involved in these forced
assimilation policies. However, these sanctions have yet to slow Beijing's efforts. The
images from Tsona serve as a stark reminder of a quiet war being waged against
Tibetan identity one that begins in the nursery and aims to rewrite the future of an
entire generation.
